Sunday 15th October/Monday 16th October - Overnight travel to Black Forest 


We leave school at 2100h on Sunday evening and drive to Dover for the 0400h Dover/Dunkirk DFDS ferry crossing. We will travel overnight to the Black Forest. We will arrive at our accommodation in time for our dinner. 


Evening meal included on Day 1











Tuesday 17th October - Visit to Freiburg and Germany’s Black Forest Region


Breakfast will be taken at 0800h. We will leave the hostel at 0900h and could drive through the Black Forest, stopping in the town of Freiburg, the capital of the Black Forest. Here we can stroll through the old town centre with its pretty half-timbered houses and medieval market square (the Münsterplatz), visit the colourful morning market and see the famous Cathedral. We will leave Freiburg at 1300h and then drive through the Black Forest countryside to Aftersteg where we could walk up the stunning waterfall (cascading down about 100m). Afterwards we could go on the ‘green toboggan run’ in Todtnau at 1530h (extra – allow 8€ per student, pay cash locally). We will return to our accommodation for our evening meal.

Wednesday 18th October - Day in Strasbourg with optional river cruise


After breakfast at 0800h we will leave the hostel at 0900h for the French town of Strasbourg. Rhapsody Tours can organise English-speaking guides (from 1100h – 1230h – allow £130 for the group) to meet you at the Strasbourg Tourist Office in front of the Cathedral, and they will be able to discuss any special points of interests you would like to be covered beforehand. The remainder of the day can be spent further exploring the centre of Strasbourg on foot, perhaps visiting the “Petite France” area or the Cathedral and Parliament Buildings. We could also take a river cruise on the River Ill (extra and payable locally – allow €7.20 per child, Rhapsody Tours can make a booking for 1430h), which departs from the Rohan Palace and will give us a fantastic overview of this well preserved medieval city including the impressive new offices of the European Parliament. We will leave Strasbourg at 1700h to return to our accommodation for our evening meal.

Thursday 19th October - Day in Europa Park Theme Park in Rust, Germany (included)


After breakfast at 0800h we will leave the hostel at 0900h and drive to the Europa Park theme park near Rust (voted by Sunday Times Travel Magazine as Europe’s top-rated theme park – included). We will leave the park at 1700h and return late afternoon to Triberg to have our evening meal at the hostel.
