EHC Plans

The transport companies will update their own risk assessments. Drivers and passengers will not normally require PPE on transport, unless this has always been the need.

Mixing and Bubbles

It is no longer recommended that it is necessary to keep young people in consistent groups (bubbles)

As well as enabling flexibility in curriculum delivery, this means assemblies can resume and we no need to make alternative arrangements to avoid mixing at lunch.

The Meadows School has an outbreak management plans to cover the possibility that in some local areas it becomes necessary to reintroduce ‘bubbles for a temporary period to reduce mixing between groups

Tracing close contacts and isolation

Close contacts will be identified via NHS Test and Trace, educational setting will no longer be expected to do this. https://www.nhs.uk/conditions/coronavirus-covid-19/self-isolation-and-treatment/when-to-self-isolate-and-what-to-do
From 16th August 2021, children under the age of 18 will no longer be required to self-isolate if they are contacted by NHS Test and Trace as a close contact, but will be advised to take a PCR test.

18 year olds will be treated the same as children until they have had the opportunity to be fully vaccinated. At which point they will be subject to the same rules as adults, if they choose or unable to get vaccinated, they will need to self-isolate if identified as a close contact.

Should there be an outbreak Public Health may advise the school to temporary reintroduce some additional control measures.

You should NOT come into school if you have symptoms. You should self-isolate and book a test or ring 119
If you develop symptoms whilst in school you will be sent home, please avoid using public transport, wherever possible.

From the start of the Autumn term staff should undertake twice weekly home tests until the end of September, when this will be reviewed. 
Confirmatory PCR Tests
Anyone with a positive LFD test result should self-isolate in line with the stay at home guidance. You will be advised to get a PCR test to check if you have COVID-19 https://gov.uk/get-coronavirus-test
Whilst waiting for the result you must continue to self-isolate. If the test is taken within 2 days of the LFD and is negative, it overrides the self-test and you can return to school

It is likely that a child having an out-of-hospital cardiac arrest will be known to you. We accept that doing rescue breaths will increase the risk of transmitting the COVID-19 virus, either to the rescuer or the child. However, this risk is small compared to the risk of taking no action as this will result in certain cardiac arrest and the death of the child.  

· When performing CPR phone an ambulance and use compression only CPR until the ambulance arrives.
