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PROVISION DURING COVID-19

Please read and tick every sentence to show you have read, understood and agreed. Your child will not be able to attend school until we have received the fully completed paperwork.

Registration Information

· If any aspect of the information I have provided changes I will inform the setting immediately by informing the above. 

Drop off/collection

· My child will enter the setting through the main door to the school building, they will be collected by a member of staff and escorted to their classroom bubble. Any messages from parents/carers/escorts will be passed on verbally at an acceptable 2m distance to school staff. 
· I understand that I will email any messages to the class email address rather than using the Home/School Diary
· I understand that no parent/carer will be allowed beyond the drop off point into the building (unless in a medical emergency) to reduce risk of transmission.

· I understand that if my child is not collected at the agreed time and the setting is unable to contact an identified parent/carer, the setting will contact each of the additional emergency contacts I have provided. If they are unable to be reached/help I understand that the setting will contact social care and follow their protocols in this situation.

· I understand that my child will be expected to wash their hands/use hand sanitizer on entering and leaving the building

Health risks

· I understand that the setting and parents/carers need to undertake stringent hygiene practice as far as possible to reduce the risks of transmission of the Coronavirus and other illnesses. Other illness may lead to the setting having to close e.g. sickness

· I understand that at this time that the school is a setting where my child will play with other children. I accept that the setting is unable to limit my child’s social contact with other children. My child will not be put in isolation from others unless they become ill but will operate within a small bubble of the same children and staff in the same areas daily. Social distancing will wherever possible be adhered to within the limitations of the setting. This however cannot be guaranteed due to the nature of the children, setting and the best interest of the children. 

· I understand that the adults working in the setting will try to maintain common sense in terms of social distancing whilst working with the children; however, I understand that they are caring for children and therefore may work closer than 2m with them.

· I understand that whilst the setting will endeavour to regularly clean the areas used, will engage in frequent hand washing, will ask staff to abide by rules, they are unable to guarantee a virus-free setting. 

· I will do everything I can to ensure that my child is wearing clean washed clothes each day (to reduce the risk of transmission). 

· I will ensure that my child has a shower/bath, including washing their hair, when they get home each day (to reduce the risk of transmission).

· I understand that my child will be washing their hands frequently throughout the school day. I will provide hand cream (labelled) if my child’s hands become sore.

· I understand that my child will have to remove any face covering when entering the school building, will store it in a sealable plastic bag and will not wear a face covering during the school day

· I understand that if my child repeatedly and intentionally ignores reminders about social distancing and the rules of the classroom bubble then the school may advise that based on the risk presented to others that the child does not attend the school for a time limited period

Clothing/other items

· I will endeavour to ensure that my child is provided with clothes and shoes suitable for outdoor and active play when requested and that they should bring a coat, sun cream and sunhat when appropriate. 
· I will make sure that my child does not bring any items to the setting from home with them (except necessary medication - handed to member of staff on arrival - and/or snack food and/or packed lunch as necessary). 

· I understand that this restriction includes mobile phones, toys, electronic equipment, cuddly toys, comfort blankets, etc. 
Medication/Illness

· If my child has medication for allergies in place, I will ensure that they have the medication with them every day in a labelled container. I understand that this medication will come home every day (in case the setting has to close without notice). It is my responsibility to ensure that the medication is in date.

· I understand that if my child needs any other form of medication I will need to complete a ‘Medication Form’ (available from the school office). Administration of medication will need to be agreed by the headteacher/senior leader on duty.

· I will not send my child to the setting if they have any symptoms of COVID-19 or if anyone in the household has symptoms. I will isolate my child and the whole household for 14 days if this is the case and will inform the setting immediately by email or phone.
· I understand that if my child becomes unwell during their time in the setting, they will be immediately placed in isolation (in accordance with government guidance) and I will be contacted and asked to collect them. If I can’t be reached, the other contacts given will be called and expected to collect immediately. 

Provision
· I understand that the provision is going to be different from the usual setting. Whilst staff will endeavour to deliver some Maths and English sessions to children in school, there will be more of an emphasis on health and well being based activities.  

· I understand that my child needs will be catered for by the staff to their best of their capabilities.
Food

· I understand that hot meals and snacks will not be available. All children will be expected to bring a packed lunch into school with them and any snacks they require through the school day. 

Physical Intervention
·  I understand that staff will be working within the guidance of PROACT SCIPr UK, the accredited Physical Intervention approach used by the school,  as usual and will focus on proactive measures to avoid having to resort to physical intervention. Staff will be utilising a hands off and evacuate response where absolutely necessary.

· I understand that in the event of having to use physical intervention the usual protocols will be adhered to and parents/carers informed. 

· I also understand staff having to use Physical intervention creates a risk to both staff and children involved as this can not operate safely within social distancing guidance. I accept this potential risk to my child.

· I understand that the requirement of physical intervention will trigger a review of risk assessment and potentially the place that is being offered at present may be withdrawn on health and safety grounds.
